on Implementation of Master Programmes

WHEREAS Ivan Franko National University of Lviv (hereafter — LU) and Vilnius University
(hereafter — VU) (also each separately referred to as a Party/ Partner Institution and both as Parties)
express their intention to strengthen cooperation in the field of higher education and to develop
student exchange in keeping with the spirit of the Bologna process. This agreement (hereafter —
Agreement) brings together two institutions in the fields of higher education and research and secks
to develop their cooperation.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises, the Parties hereby agree on the following.

1. Subject Matter of the Agreement

1.1. The Parties agree to collaborate in implementing the VU Master Degree study programme
LL.M International and European Union Law and LU Master Degree study programme in
International Law (hereafter each referred to as a Study Programme and both as Study
Programmes).

1.2. Collaboration means providing opportunities for the students of one Party (Sending
Institution) to conduct parallel study in the Study Programme of the other Party (Receiving
Institution). The students who successfully complete each Party’s Study Programme
requirements (Annex 1) and defend their Master Thesis as set in the present Agreement
shall be awarded two diplomas — VU diploma and LU diploma.

1.3. The Parties seek that students be educated as competent experts of International and
European Union Law placing them in a multicultural academic environment and creating
conditions to intercept study experience from different states and in such way to gain
advanced knowledge, skills, abilities and experience.

2. Principles of Collaboration

2.1. The Parties agree to implement the Study Programmes according to an integrated study
plan as provided for in Annex 1 (hereafter — Integrated Study Plan).

2.2. While implementing the Study Programmes the Parties agree to recognize the students’
study results gained at the Partner Institution as settled in Annex 1.

2.3. The courses of the Study Programmes under the Integrated Study Plan shall be taught in
English.

2.4. VU will execute this Agreement through the Faculty of Law.

2.5. LU will execute this agreement through the Faculty of International Relations.

2.6. For the avoidance of doubt this Agreement covers only the Study Programmes indicated in
this Agreement and students studying under these Study Programmes as settled in the
present Agreement.

3. Integrated Study Plan

The Parties declare their commitment to the Integrated Study Plan which is presented in Annex 1.
The Integrated Study Plan defines the Study Programmes’ implementation and provides for the
alternate study periods for students. Any major changes to the Integrated Study Plan can be
implemented only by the mutual written agreement of the Parties; however, this shall be without
prejudice to the right of each Party to make minor adjustments to the elective course list of its Study
Programme.

4. Admission

The applicants. i.c. students of one Party (Sending Institution) wishing to study at the same time at
the other Party (Receiving Institution) according to this Agreement, shall submit to the Sending
Institution the documents for admission listed and within the period set in Annex 2. The admission
of students shall be executed according to the rules of the particular Party and the accepted students
shall sign a separate study agreement with the Receiving Institution. The students to be admitted to
study at a Partner Institution are selected by Receiving Institution according to the criteria that are



agreed and set by Parties in Annex 3, including but not limited to the requirement that students
having academic debts are excluded.

5. Study Process

In order to be eligible for being granted a diploma of each Party a student must complete the
courses for the number of ECTS credits as presented in Annex 1. The duration of the integrated
study programme is 1.5 (one and a half) year, the amount is 90 (ninety) ECTS in total. The students
of VU admitted to LU shall spend the first semester at LU, where they shall complete courses and
take the exams specified in Annex 1. The students of LU admitted to VU shall spend the second
semester at VU, complete the courses and take the exams specified in Annex 1. Master Thesis (a
single Master Thesis to be produced by each student) shall be produced and defended in English
before a joint commission formed of the academic staff delegated by both Parties. The Master
Thesis Defence procedure shall be executed on a rotating basis, i.e. one year the Master Thesis
defence shall take place at LU and the next year at VU, unless the Parties agree otherwise.

6. Validation of Study Results

The Parties agree on mutual recognition of the study results, i.e. credits and grades obtained by a
student at Partner Institution for the pre-agreed courses as indicated in Annex 1.At the end of the
course of study undertaken by the student, the Receiving Institution shall send to the Sending
Institution information on the grades obtained by the student at the Receiving Institution and report
on his/her completion of all Study Programme courses required. The exams passed by the students
during the studies at the Receiving Institution are automatically recognized by the Sending
Institution.

7. Award of Two Diplomas

These students of LU who successfully complete the VU Study Programme and defend the Master
Thesis as provided for in this Agreement and as required by VU regulations and Lithuanian law
shall be awarded VU Master’s diploma in Law. The students of VU who successfully complete the
LU Study Programme and defend the Master Thesis as provided for by this Agreement and as
required by LU regulations and Ukrainian law shall be awarded LU Master’s diploma in
International Law. To be awarded two diplomas, the student shall fully comply with all the
requirements set for in Article 5, Annex 1 and other Articles and Annexes of this Agreement.
Diploma Supplement indicating joint elements of VU and LU Study Programmes and study periods
at Partner Institution will be issued together with national Diplomas.

8. Tuition Fees and Insurance

The students shall pay tuition fee at the Receiving Institution according to its requirements
presented in Annex 4, unless the Parties agree otherwise. All charges related with travel,
accommodation, etc., as well as health insurance, shall be covered by the student. The insurance
against any incident and/or accident and/or any legal liability against damages, which the student
may involuntarily cause to and/or suffer during his/her study period abroad, shall be subject to the
local regulations applicable. Students studying according to the Integrated Study Plan shall be
exempt from the tuition or registration fees, if any, at the Sending Institution while studying at the
Receiving Institution.

9. Administrative and Academic Regulations

Throughout the study period at Receiving Institution the students are subject to the administrative
and/or academic and/or other regulations of the Receiving Institution, including these concerning
the attribution of an electronic mail address.

10. Awareness Raising
10.1. The Parties agree to disseminate information on the studies under the Study Programmes

and two diplomas awarded in all awareness raising campaigns that each Party deems



appropriate, including but not limited to electronic means, posters, presentations, study
fairs. ete.

The Parties acknowledge that in Study Programmes’ dissemination campaign they mas
use the titles and logos of both Parties.

11. Study Quality Assurance

For ensuring the Study Programmes’ quality a system of internal and external evaluation shall apph
under the regulations of each Party and. respectively. Lithuanian and Ukrainian law. The qualit
assessments means may encompass internal and external assessment of Study Programmes.
publication of the results of the assessment. accumulation and analysis of data related thereto.
observation of feedback. etc.

12. Other Activities

The Parties may further extend the forms of cooperation under the Study Programmes presented in
Annex 1. These may include the exchange of teachers. intensive and summer courses. distance
learning. joint research activities. seminars and conferences. These additional activities mayv b
regulated by the separate written azreemoent of the Parties.

13. Management

Each Party shall delegate at least one coordinator in charge of the cooperation matters. The Partics
may consult whenever they corsider this necessary but at least once per vear in order to dul:
evaluate the implementation of the tasks under this Agreement.

14. Final Provisions
14.1. The Agreement becomes effective on the day of its signature by both Parties and shall
continue indefinitely. Should one Party wish to terminate the Agreement. it must give
notice to the other Party not later than 6 (six) months in advance. on the understanding
